Authors whose submissions are accepted for publication will receive a copy of the anthology. No payment will be offered. All royalties will be paid into a fund that will be used to donate copies of the anthology to libraries and community centres across the region.

Please ensure that your name, address and nationality are clearly marked on each page of your entry and that pages are numbered. All entries must be in English and should be accompanied by a brief biographical note. Hand-written submissions must be legible.
