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HIV/AIDS is escalating at a historical time when African agriculture is facing a number of crises especially for those who are in rural areas. These crises range from structural adjustment policies; shortage of food; food insecurity and issues around international pricing; and environmental problems, including the El Nino phenomenon and global warming. 

Food insecurity may increase susceptibility to HIV infection by putting women in situations where they may trade sexual favours for benefits. This may also be the case for children who find themselves in poverty. 

In this paper, the author discusses the socio-economic impacts caused by food insecurity to those infected and affected by HIV/AIDS in theSouthern Africa region. It looks at the effectiveness/inefficiency of the present policies implemented by the national governments, regional organisations, private sector and international communities.
