A further concern, given the dominance of the ABC (Abstain, Be faithful and Condomise) approach, is the lack of discussion of sex as pleasurable and natural in many HIV interventions.  As is asked in this issue: how do young people develop their sexual personalities safely, and with joy and pleasure?  With much of the work around HIV/AIDS located within a biomedical model, what also needs to be addressed are the social factors that put adolescents at risk – interventions must include socio-behavioural issues and go beyond simply providing young people with information in the hope that this will lead to behaviour change.”  
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
